He started on the 
Driftwood stage in 
1968 in Solid Gold 
Cadillac. Over the 
years we had the 
privilege of watching 
him create 
memorable 
characters in The 
Odd Couple, The 
Dresser, Death of a 
Salesman, Teahouse  

of the August Moon and On Golden Pond to name just 
a few. He is remembered as the perfect Ebenezer 
Scrooge in A Christmas Carol that was a holiday staple 
for many years at Driftwood. He was wonderful in the 
one-man-show An Evening with Sam Benn in 1988 and 
again in 2004.Ernie's stellar performance brought Sam 
Benn and some of the history of Aberdeen to life.  

He always strived to be as professional as possible in 
his approach to community theatre and we all 
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Glorious!
